No day in school is 
ever quite the same 
but (at the moment) 
most days follow a 
pattern like this:

8:45 to 9:00 Childrencome into classrooms

9:00 to 9:05 Register

9:05 to 10:45 Session 1 (usually Maths or English)

10:45 to 11:00 Morning Break

11:00 to 12:15 Session 2 (Maths or English)

12:15 to 1:15 Lunch Break

1:15 to 3:15 Afternoon lessons (wider curriculum)

3:15 to 3:30 Children leave school (6M 3:25 / 6D 3:30)



We teach reading in a number of 
ways across school, depending on 
the age and ability of the children.  

The first step, linked to their 
Phonics, is to decode words ς

being able to read aloud the text in 
front of them.  That then moves 

into comprehension ς
understanding the meaning of 
texts.  This can be the literal 
meaning and also the hidden 

meanings that authors sneak into 
their writing.  Group and whole 
class sessions are used to help 

children understand and explain 
what they are reading.

When we talk about Writing we 
are talking about much more than 
just handwriting (although that is 
important).  To write well children 

need to bring together a wide 
range of skills ςgrammar, 
punctuation, spelling, text 

structure and organisation, style, 
purpose, audience, language 

choice and much more besides (all 
of this across a wide range of 

genres ςfiction and non-fiction).  
There is a lot to learn and a lot to 

remember!

The English language is a tricky 
one to learn.  When we first teach 
children Phonics we teach one way 

of representing sounds but, for 
most sounds, there are many and 
this is why spelling can be really 

hard.  There is a list of words 
expected to be spelt by each year 
group but also general rules (and 
exceptions) to learn as they go 
along.  Spelling tests are one 
measure of how well they are 
doing but we also pay close 

attention to how they apply what 
they know in their independent 

writing.



Maths is taught in a cycle.  The same topics are 
covered multiple times through each year, with 

children building gradually within each topic and also 
increasingly seeing how the different topics link 

together.

One of the key things we encourage, to help children 
with their maths, is to learn key facts.  This includes 
facts like number bonds and times tables.  If they

they can focus their thinking power on more 
complicated problems. For this reason, as mentioned 

earlier, we really value your support practising for 
the weekly badge tests at home.

¶Read, write, order and compare numbers up to 10 million and
determine the value of each digit
¶Short and long multiplication and division using numbers up to
four digits ; multiply one-digit numbers with up to two decimal
places by whole numbers
¶Mental calculations, including with mixed operations and large
numbers
¶Multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000 where the
answers are up to three decimal places
¶Add and subtract fractions with different denominators and
mixed numbers
¶Multiply simple pairs of proper fractions and divide proper
fractions by whole numbers
¶Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals
and percentages
¶Solve problems involving ratio and proportion
¶Use algebra in terms of formula, sequences, variables and
unknowns
¶Recognise and use the formula for volume and area including
parallelograms and triangles
¶Illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter
and circumference and know that the diameter is twice the radius
¶Recognise angles where they meet at a point, are on a straight
line, or are vertically opposite, and find missing angles
¶Draw and translate simple shapes on the coordinate plane, and
reflect them in the axes
¶Construct pie charts
¶Calculate and interpret the mean as an average
¶Solve number and practical problems involving these ideas



We want every child in school 
to read every day.  Children in 
Reception and Key Stage 1 will 
have a home reader from our 

banded reading scheme.  
When they reach the end of 
that scheme, they move onto 
independent choice and now 
Accelerated Reader is allowing 
children to record what they 

read as well.

Children have spellings to 
learn every week according to 
their age group and ability but 

they also add their own 
personal words from errors 

they have made in their work.  
As well as learning for tests, 
children spend curriculum 
time focussed on learning 

spellings in a range of different 
ways.  We are now introducing 

Spelling Shed to support 
learning across school.

Children are expected to 
regularly practise for their
